This was always inter-
esting to my parents and me when we first 
came to Mt. Washington Valley.  I grew up in

-round.  So, to experience this phenomenon 
was eye-opening.  Even with the coming of the 
summer months there is much to celebrate and 
much to share. 
 
The Christian Year has seasons and after  
Pentecost, which we will be celebrating on 
May 28th, begins Ordinary time. The meaning 
of ordinary is not to be thought of as ‘routine’ 
but rather as ordered for learning. There are 
two seasons of ordinary time in the Christian 
year.  The first occurs between Epiphany and 
Lent.  The second, and longest, begins on June 
4 and ends on November 26th, the Sunday  
before Advent begins. The purpose of this  
two-part ordinary season is to support us in 
living out the gifts and callings that we hold on 
to from Easter and Pentecost. 
 
The first Sunday in June is celebrated as  
Trinity Sunday.  A Sunday that focuses on the 
belief in a Triune God.  We recognize and  
focus on a God who created all that we are and 
where we live, a God made flesh through Jesus 
Christ, and a God who came down like fire 
and burned a mission into our hearts.  Worship 
for the remaining weeks of June leads us to 
celebrate the children in our midst as well as      
fathers and father-figures in our lives.

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IN THE MIDST OF NEW DIMENSIONS 
Hymn #391 - The New Century Hymnal

Hymn singing is one of the pleasures of attending First Church of Christ, Congregational. The  
majority of hymns we sing are familiar and satisfying. I tend to notice the Bible verses that underlay 
many hymns, and I note how many were composed in the 19th century. 
 
Occasionally we sing a hymn of recent composition, such as “In the Midst of New Dimensions.” 
When I first heard the hymn sung during worship earlier this year, I was immediately attracted to it. 
Both the text and the tune captured my attention. For me this is one of those hymns whose text 
speaks to all generations. It presents the challenge for us to recognize the many different types of 
people in the world and help us move to finally embrace and celebrate persons of all backgrounds, 
colors, and orientations. 
 
The hymn, “In the Midst of New Dimensions,” has become well known in many denominations. It 
was written by Rev. Julian Rush, a United Methodist minister who served churches in Dallas,  
Denver, Boulder, and Colorado Springs for 17 years; until he acknowledged his own identity as a 
gay man. He wrote the hymn on the theme of ‘diversity’ for a church conference meeting. The text 
and the tune were written simultaneously. “In the Midst of New Dimensions” sought to incorporate 
Native American spiritual imagery with Hebrew imagery in the text and hints at Julian’s own  
struggle with rejection and trying to be honest and open as a gay man within the Methodist church. 
 
Julian Rush was born on August 24, 1936, in Meridian, Mississippi and grew up there. He was  
educated at Perkins School of Theology, Southern Methodist University (Texas), and the University 
of Denver, where he earned a master’s degree in drama. 
 
Julian experienced much rejection in the church, and when he came out, the United Methodist 
Church in Boulder, Colorado decided he was no longer fit to be their minister and stopped paying 
his salary. His rejection by the church only served to strengthen his faith. 
 
In 1981, Bishop Melvin Wheatley appointed Julian to St. Paul United Methodist Church in Denver. 
This was a small church which already had a pastor and had very little money. But they decided to 
accept the appointment of Rev. Rush as a public gesture of support for the gay community, and as a 
statement about their commitment to social justice. 
 
In 1984, St. Paul United Methodist Church became one of the first three churches in the nation to 
become an Open and Affirming Congregation, believing that ALL persons are children of God and 
are welcome in the church. 
 
In 1985, following the church’s inhospitable reaction to Julian, he wrote the loving and affirming 

hymn, “In the Midst of New Dimensions.” 

 

 

To quote the hymn—yes, we live in “a world divided by our 
own self seeking schemes,” and yet Jesus calls us to remem-
ber that our fellow human is “Each a gift in your creation, 
each a love song to be sung.” 
 
What a powerful lesson for us all about what it means to 
love God - and to love our neighbors as ourselves. We too 
are looking for new ways to be God’s people in the world, 

and to embody the love of Christ and show that to others.
